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WHOõS THAT KNOCKING AT MY DOOR? 

Now that the weather is turning nicer, 

solicitors are out and about more and 

more.  This is just a reminder that solici-

tors going door -to-door are required  to 

have a solicitorõs permit.  This permit is 

issued by the Chesapeake Police Depart-

ment.   Permits are issued to the individ-

ual employee of the company.   It should 

have their full name and a picture on it 

and it is signed by the Chesapeake Police Depart-

mentõs Police Chief.  There is a listing on the City of 

Chesapeakeõs website of all approved solicitors.  The 

website also shows an example of what a valid per-

mit looks like.   The website is:

Non-profit groups (such as Girl Scouts) are exempt 

from this policy.  

Remember, always be cautious and it really is a good 

idea not  to open your door to a stranger.   If a solicitor 

approaches your residence you may ask him/her to 

show you their identification card (permit). If you 

suspect the person is soliciting without a permit, do-

ing something inappropriate (i.e. cursing, being rude, 

refusing to accept no, being overly aggressive with 

their sales technique) or acting suspiciously, you 

may contact the Police Departmentõs Dispatch. 

ANIMALS/PETS  

A resident asked a question in regard to other peo-

pleõs animals conducting òtheir businessó in his 

yard.   In this situation, it was horses riding through 

the neighborhood.   I checked with the Chesapeake 

Police Department/Animal Control and here is 

what they said:  

òThere is no law about where people may ride 

their horses.   They are required to clean up after 

them as stated in section 10 -23 City Code for Def-

ecation.  This is hard to enforce if they do not 

know where the owners live.   I would recommend 

they contact Emergency Dispatch Center at 382 -

6161 when they see this occurring.  An Animal 

Control Officer can respond and attempt to locate 

the riders.  A citizen can take an owner to court if 

they witness the defecation and Animal Control 

can send a letter to the owners  address.  A copy 

of the code is included:  

Sec. 10-23.  Defecation.  

It shall be unlawful for any owner or person in 

control of any animal to:  

(a)   Allow any animal to defecate on the property 

of other persons without their consent or that of 

the authorized agent or person having control of 

the premises; or  

(b)   Allow any animal to defecate on public prop-

erty, except that defecation by an animal shall 

not constitute a violation of this subsection if the 

owner or person having control of the animal im-

mediately removes the material defecated and 

disposes of it in a safe and sanitary manner.ó
