From The Board President...

Dear Sawyer’s Mill Residents:

Happy New Year! Itis hard for me to believe that January has already gone by and we are now well in to February. Before
long, the unusual snowfall of this winter will be a distant memory as spring flowers and summer heat arrive. Looking back,
the December Board of Directors meeting was eventful as anticipated. First, the Board appointed Len Evans to fill the empty
seat. Len has served on the Architectural Review Board for a number of years and we are grateful for his acceptance of the
appointment. Second, the 2010 budget was adopted after presentation to the membership in attendance. Most notably, as
you have likely seen from the draft budget that was mailed last year and from the payment coupons sent early this year, the
dues have been raised to $115 per quarter. This increase was necessary to account for rising contract costs, increased re-
placement reserve requirements, and necessary repairs.

With the increased revenue in the budget, the Board has already taken action to remedy a number of conditions that have
long been in need of repair. First, work to repair the neighborhood entrance signs is ongoing as is the repair of the neighbor-
hood’s irrigation systems. Second, a number of areas are being addressed at the clubhouse, including repair and replace-
ment of all exterior doors. Finally, we are working with our newly contracted landscaping company to come up with solutions
for the Highway 17 entrance. Additionally, the Board is evaluating repairs to the pool fence, the clubhouse parking lot, and
the pool liner. All of these matters will be discussed at the February 18" Board Meeting. All residents are welcome to attend
the meeting, which begins at 6:30 in the clubhouse.

Finally, | would like to issue a plea to all residents not to dump any leaves, grass clippings, or other debris in or around the
ponds. This type of activity can shorten the useful life of the ponds, thereby increasing the possibility that very expensive
dredging will need to occur. Any residents who do discard yard waste in this manner will be cited.
